the undergraduate level will be processed. Preference will be given to students with honours in 

Education and B.Ed. provided the candidates have no back papers in any of the previous semesters. 

Process of Selection: 

1. Online Written Test: 
- There will be an Online Written Test using Google Form.  

- The duration of the test will be 45 minutes.  

- The format of the test will be DESCRIPTIVE of one or two questions on areas like major 

concepts in Personality and individual differences, Education in colonial India (1902 – 1947), 

Psychological test, classroom management and skill of teaching and micro- teaching. 

- It will be for 25 marks.  

- The goal is to assess the ability of the students to articulate and analyse critically. 

- A simulated test will be conducted on the day before the real test to acquaint the students with 

the online test. 

2. Virtual Interview: 

- The marks secured in the written test will be computed with the marks obtained in 

undergraduate examinations. 

- The eligible candidates will be called for a Virtual Interview using Zoom Platform.  

- The top 25 candidates who will have scored the highest aggregate points will be given 

admission. 

- Candidates are to ensure that they have a stable Internet Connection and a quiet place before 

attending the Interview.
